Halloween Tips

should always have adults with them,  

especially when crossing dark streets.  

¶ Teach stranger safety ñmake sure your 

children understand they should not   

approach strangers unless you are with 

them to say itõs okay. 

¶ Limit the sugar ñhave some healthier 

treats on hand to switch out for some 

candy.  Ration out the rest.  

Fun Fall Activities  
Ŀ PUMPKIN BOCCE BALL: Roll a pumpkin closest to the big      

pumpkin. You need a large pumpkin. Also purchase several      

miniature or round sugar pumpkins. To play: Place the 

big pumpkin several feet away. Give each player a small  

pumpkin. Each player rolls (No tossing or throwing) their    

pumpkin and tries to be the closest to the big pumpkin. The 

player closest wins . 

Ŀ VIST A CIDER MILL:  Lots to learn about how cider is made from 

the apples.  They often make donuts right there too! 

Ŀ PUMPKIN RACE:  Play in a yard, garage or even inside using 

small pumpkins! 

This is a simple race but since pumpkins are not  smooth balls 

and refuse to roll in nice straight lines, you will need plenty of 

room! You need two pumpkins and two sturdy sticks.  

The racers, line up on the starting line with the pumpkins turned 

on their sides.  

On the signal, the racers use the stick to roll the pumpkins to the 

finish line.  

Younger players may want to use their hands instead of the 

stick. 

 If you want to play this as teams, make it a relay race. 

Ŀ OBSERVE: Squirrels preparing for winter and birds flying south 

can be interesting.  Find books on the subject at the library.

Did you know: 
 
¶ Enthusiasm about books and 

reading can be shared between 

a parent and child and deepen 

the childôs interest in learning 

to read (Snow & Tabors, 1996).  

¶ Children who learn from      

parents that reading is fun may 

be more likely to sustain       

efforts to learn to read when the 

going gets tough (National   

Research Council, 1998).  

¶ Some experts believe that     

parental emphasis on reading as 

entertainment, rather than as a 

skill, develops a more positive 

attitude toward reading in   

children (Baker et al., 1997).
